ceives the most impleit obedience.

The new religion receives its appelia-
tion from the Christian name of Its
founder, “'Kcreshanity,” or the religion
of “IKoresh,” the Hebralc form of the
Goctor's proper name of Cyrus. Its ten-
ets hold that its founder is flawless and
stnless, that to him has been granted
the second revelation which {§ in time
to supplant Christianity itgelf, which
the world has now outgrown.

The birth and early life of the founder
of “Koreshanity” gave no particular
promise of future greatness. Cyrus R.
Peed was born in Utica, N ¥, in 1839,
the son of a family which had long
been settled in central New York state,
though of New Iingland origin, None
of its members, up to the time of the
birth of the future ‘“messiah,” had been
noted for possessing more than the
average amount of brains, and none of
them had achieved any especial great-
ness.

The future prophet was educated In
Utica, N ¥, and completed his educa-
tlon at a medical college in the city of
New York, where he took the degree of
M D, electing {o practice as a member
of the eclectic school. Returnm%mto
Utlca, he married, and had one son born
to him, who is now, by the way, &
well-known and prosperous artist, dif-
fering from his father in most essen-
tials, and especlally as regards religion.
Of the career of Dr Teed up to the
time of his wonderful “{llumination” in
the fall of 1868, nothing need be said.
He was not known to his neighbors us
anything above the common run of his
profession, nor was he called to New
York to consult with famous members
of his clinfe in difficult cases.

Like Joseph Smith, the founder and
chief prophet of Mormonism, it was re-
vealed to Dr Teed in this “illumination’
what his life work shouid be, and it was
also revealed to him, according to his
own story, that he was the relncarna-
tion of Elljah, the prophet, and, as such,
like his famous prototype, destined to
fead the world out of the bandage of evl}
into the purer light of “Koreshanity.”
To signalize this' Immortal discovery,
his beard and mustache, which_ were
then flourishing in well-regulated pro-
fuslon, fell out, and never since that
time has he been able to cultivate them,
The strange doctrines propounded by
the erstwhile doctor of medicine did not
fourish in the city of Utlca, and the
new prophet soon found {t necessary to
shake the dust of the unbelieving town
from his shoes. Binghamton was se-
lected as the seat of future greatness
and hollness, but again was the_doctor
disappointed in his reception, and again
did he rcemove, this time to Brooklyn,
;vhich proved no better than the other
W,

Years passed, and the reincarnation
of Elijah in the person of Dr Teed,
roamed over almost the whole of the
United States, settling at one time in
Portland, Ore, agaln {n Losg Angeles,
Call, but finally arriving at Chicago in
the autumn of 1886. Here, for the first
time was publle speech granted to the
new prophet, and here began his public
carecr, It was likewise here that heibe-
gan to accumulate disciples, and {nci-
dentally real estate.

In College pl, in the South side of Chi-
cago, he established his ''College of
Life,” and here he began to gather

around him converts and disciples—most-

Iy women. After a time, these became
suftfielently numerous, and the treasury
sufliciently well stocked for the new de-
nomination to purchase a fine old estate
with about 8% acres of land surround-
ing it, on Washington Helghts, in the
suburbs of Chicago, and to this was
given the name of Beth Ophrah., The
headquarters of ‘‘Koreshanjty'’ was now
definitely established, and the doctor
was again free to travel over the coun-
try seeking for new converts through
his lectures -and explanations of the new
doctrines.

The salient parts of “Koreshanity,”
as explained by Jts prophet and founder
in these lectures ¢id not recelve wide-
spread - attentlon, nor did their pro-
pounder wish that they should, for ac-
cerding to his own statements, only
the mystically and psychologically in-

In the “Cardinal Points of Koreshan-
ity,” as outlined by the new propher,
the following remarkable clalm {s made:

This was part of Dr Teed's ‘1llumi-
nation.”’

Another cardinal principle of ‘‘Kore-
shanity” ig as follows:

must constitute the first bond of obliga-
tion to God and man; this is_the only
assurance of organic unity. Upon:the
basis of a practical theory and a relig-
fous conviction grounded in unity of be-
ef, we have established our system,
maklng the perfect life of the Lord
Jesus Christ the standard of our rell-
glous, moral and economic bond., From
this standlpolnt ‘we advocate the equi-
table distribution of wealth and the de-
struction of tictitious money, thus en-
suring the commanwealth, = This - In-
volves government ownership and di-
rection of every system of industry and
every department of economy.”

In the *‘Platform of Rlighteousness”
the entire abolitlon of money is strong-
ly advocated, and a common ownership
of property among the bellievers In
“Koreshanity' is enjolned. As a substi-
tute for money a credit system of
checks is mentioned, the amount of
which to accrue to the individual de-
pends upon his preducing capabilities
and quality of labhor, In this Dr Teed
and Edward Bellamy in “Looking Back-
ward’ ‘are us one.

But it is along the line of sclentific
colonization that ‘“Koreshanity” makes
the " strongeést clalms* and ' presents the
most glittering promises.for the delecta-
tion of its devotees, Listen -to this for
the prospectus of the city of the New
Jerusalem, which it purposes to found
upon the Florida coast: "The principles
are soclalistic, ‘communistic and coop-
erative. Commercially, the repository
check or accountant method will'be sub-
stituted for the present monetary sys-
tem, as no money will ultimately be em-
plqyed or tolerated in the order,

“The clty will be laid out to contain
36 'square miles on the start. Its prin-
cipal avenues wil] be 400 feet wlde, with
parks of fruit and nut trees to extend
the entire- length of the streets, The
construction of the city will be of such
a character as to provide for a com-
bination of street elevation, placing vari-
ous kinds of trafiic upon different sur-
faces; as, for instance, heavy team traf-
flc upon the ground surface, light driv-
ing upon an elevation of its own, pedes-
trianism upon a plane distinct from
either, and all rallroad travel upon dis-
tinet planes, dividing even the freight
and passenger trafiic by separate eleva-
tions, There will be no dumping of sew-
age into the streams, bay or gulf,

A movable and continuous earth closet
will carry the debris and offal of the
clty to a place 80 or more miles distant,
where it will be transformed to fertili-
zation and restored to the land surface
to be absorbed hy wvegetable growth.
There will be no smirch or smoke. Pow-
er, by which machinery will be moved,
will be by the utilization of the electro-
magnetic currents of the earth angd alir,
independently of steam applicatlon to
so-called dynamos., Motors will take the
place of motion derlved from steam
pressure. The city will be constructed
on a magnificent scale, without the use
of so-called money. Thege things can be
done casily when aonce the peaple know
the force of cooperation and united life
and understand the great principles of
utilization and economy. | G e

“The New Jerusalem at Iistero, Lec
county, Fla, I8 not intended to comprise
a gathering of all who wish to enter into
indugtrial communism and cooperation.
It is merely to become a point for the
aggregation of 8,000,000 or 10,000,000 of
people, black and white, where, as a
commercial and Maritime nucleus, dig-
tribution and exchange from all parts of
the world can be established, Kore-
shanity proposes to establish centers of
the ‘bureau of equitable commerce’ in
every city and town of the United
States, in America, North and South,
and sithsequently throughout the world,
The cecuter of the collegiate system will
be at New Jerusalem, in the university
for which, a number of teachers have
already been installed to give Instruc-
tion in every branch of study. A bureau
of equitable commerce will ply its own
steamers from Its marltime center to
every point along the coast of Mexico,
on the Caribbean sea, to the West In-
dies; ana also along the coasts of North
and South America, and thence the en-
tire world.”

"The selection of the name “New Jeru-
salem' was well and happily chosen in
this instance, for never in his happiest
dreams did the old-time colonist ever
dare to contemplate such an eartbly para-
dise with a future.of such unearthly and
trangcendent brilllance as that of the
future metropolis of the Ioreshan con-
fraternity. As a warning, however, to
the carnal-minded, it is emphatically
stated below this glowing prospectus
that “none need apply for membership
to. the New Jerusalern who cannot live
without whisky, beer or tobacco."
Inasmuch as more than 75 percent of
the present members of the Koreshans
are women, this would seem to be a
consplracy on the part of the majority
to freeze out whatever males may apply
for membership between now and the
time when the New JTerusalem wlill be
started. In thlg way the new woman
will, beyvond all doubt, be paramount In
the great future metropolls,

Al this is a pleture of the future,
when the world In general shall have
assimilated the principles of “Koreshan-
ity,” and be wlilling to accept the state-
ment of Dr Teed when he declares_him-
self to be the prophet ISlijah under a
new guise. What the colony of Bstero
feland is, and how it looks at the pres-
ent time, can best be judged from the
story told by Mrs Dr Vienna Amelin
Pargons, who was a member of the col-
ony, together with her husband, for
some months, and later left the sect for
personal reasons:

“Estero island is, in reality, one of the
numerous keys such as are found
along the gulf coast, and upon one of
which the city of Key West has been
puilt. 1t is quite heavily wooded, but
the soil is sandy, and wlill support no
vegetation whatever, especlally grasses
and edible vegetables. The island is
reached from the main land from Fort
Myers, by means of the slaop Ada,
which is owned by the fraternity, There
are now ahout 150 people upon the isl-
and, the great majorliy of whom are
wamen, Dr Teed is laocked upon by
these w'th the greatest veneration, and
is spoken of epenly as ‘the Chrlst.'

. “Next to Dr Teed, the colonists ven-
érate the womun who {s known and who
stgns herself 'Vietoria Gratia,” after the
style of the queen of England svhen he.
ginning a state document, They call her
‘the mother sf Christ,’ and she exacts
open confesslon to herself on the part
of the women of the colony. Her true
name is Mrs Annle G, Ordway; she was
born in Boston, and she was once the
wife of a prominent Chicago business
man from whom she separated to fol-
low Dr ‘Teed. She was the mother of
{wo sons, ane of whom went to live
with her husband, and the other,
George, 18 her representative at ¥stern
island, and acts as treasurcer of the col-

ony,

dcelihacy is advocated among the col-
onists, but s not absolutely prohibitive,
Husbands are not asked to separate
from thelr wives, as has sometimes henn
stated, nefther s marriage refused when
Lboth parties ingist upon i{t.

“The condition of the colonists is bad—
very bad, Thelr food consists almost al-
together of fish, mush and what they
call ‘grits,’ and they are well named.
They have no money, for all that they
gave to Dr Teed and Victoria Gratia
when they joined the Koreshans, They
Uve in rough shanties, and the women
amonyg them do the cooking in common.
o tnany of these, brought up, as they
have been, in luxury, the privations
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waitld appear to be Insupportable, but
they never complalu and sevm 1o consid-
er it a favor to be allowed 1o remain in
i the colany.

“The island and a tract of land upon

The Copernican system 1g not
nearly good enough for Dr Teed or his
disciples, 'Ta renlace it they have in-
vented a scheme of thelr own, and have
congiructed a little universe according
to their own notions, in which the
ecarth no longer figures as a sphere,
slightly flattened at the poles, accord-
ing tc the acceptation of modern as-
tronomists and' savants, but as som#
shapeless thing of a concave nature. It
does not revolve upon its axis, but is
stationary.

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CRANT NOT A TANNER

So Says One of the Firm of
Grant & Burke.

OUR

Father of Famous Ulysses One of the
Most Unpopular Men in Galena.

How the Great Uaptain Borrowed $300
for an Outfit to Go to War In,

HE fact that I am
the only survivor
of the few men who
were associated with
Grant in the old Ga-
lena leather tore
made famous by his
connection with it,
is perhaps another
reason why I should
record my lknowl-
edge of Grant's Ga-
lena life in partle-
ular hefore it is too
late.

1 first met Grant
during the summer of 1841 at my native
town of Bethel, Clermont county, Ohlo,
where he spent his first furfough from
IWest Point, hig father having removed
to IBethel from Georgetown, 12 miles
distant, some months previous.

1 again met him during the summer of
1843, at the same place where he had
gone after his graduation as licutenant
to enjoy his first leave of absence.
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WHERE GRANT HAD A LEATHER STORD.

There was an element in the village,
however, that literally turned up their
noses at the young West Pointer, and
when one Harrison Scott, a village
stable boy, caricatured Lieut Grant by
parading the streets in a cheap home-
made uniform, it tickled them mightily.
Sueh incivilities were really almed less
at the genlal, unoffending lleutenant
than at his offending father, who was
known to be very proud of him,

Jesse R. Grant, the fgther, was not a
popular man in the village for reasons
that are entirely to his credit, as his
enemles were nlmost entirely composed
of his political opponents, and small
ninaend peignnors whe wove flled wirh
jealousv and envy on account of his
material prosperity. He wae aii GiilSiN-
promising anti-slavery whig, a struag
temperance advocate, the richest man in
town, owned a plano, wore gold-bowed

I once heard a well-known cltizen of
Bethel say that whenever he met J, R,
Grant he felt like knocking his gold
spectacles into the gutter, ané he made
s suggestive motion that indicated that
If he could land Grant in the gutier with
his sgecta‘cles it would suit him so much
the better, But even the cenemies of
Jesse R. Grant were compelled to ad-
miration of hig strong character and fine
natural abilitles. He was a good writer,
an excellent debater, one of the best in-
formed men In Clermont county,

Capt Grant and famlly removed from
St Louis and became residents of Galena
in May, 1860, where he took a posi-
tion - in his father's leather store. Om
Arril %, 1861, he accompanied the Jo
Daviess guards to Springflield. The in-
tervening period of a little less than &
year measures the length of his actual
residence In Galena, although his fam-
ily remained for some months longer.
Jesse R, Grant had removed from
Bethel, O, to Covington, Ky, in 1854,
whete he personally conducted a leather
stgre, He was_also largely interested .
in a leather and shoe and harness find-
ings business at Galena during the 10
vears preceding the clvil war, flrst un-
der the firm name of Grant & Collins,
whom he succeeded in 1854,

The Galena and Covington stores were
valnable auxiliaries to his Ohlo tunninlg
interests. When he purchased the Col-
ling interest he glaced his eldest son,
Samuel Slmévson rant, in charge of the
business. impson, as he was famil-
farly called, was a man of high char-
acter and fine business ability, and the
business prospered under his manage-
ment.

In the spring of 1856 I was sent to the

Galena store to take charge of the office,
1 had marrled a cousin of the Grant
boys, and Simpson, who was & bhachelor,
made hig home with me much of the
time previous to the arrival of his young-
er brother, Orville, in the spring of 18569,
T cannot pass without saying that Simp-
son Grant possessed as many manly
qualities as any man I have ever known.
He dizd, a vietim of consumption, in the
tall of 1861, and was buried from the resi-
dence of Gen Grant,
Owing to Simpson's protracted {ll-
health, the canduct of the business very
largely devolved upon Orville and me,
and Cupt Grant was a welcome addition
to' the store force. The business was
conducted In cne of the most attractlve
and Dbest constructed huildings in town,
and we had built up the largest leather
and saddlery business northwest of Chi-
cago. J. R, Grant was the sole owner
of the business, and was warth at that
time from $60,000 to $75,000.

e were all employed upon stipulated
salaries, which were about equal, and
were entirely sufficient to enable us to
live comforfably In very good houses.
We were not £0 much interested in the
salaries, however, as in the success of
the business, which promised a partner-
ship in due time. The partnership was
realized by Orville and me a year later
under the firm name of Grant & Burke,
and had it not been for the intervention
of the civil war Ulysses would have been
one of-his father’s buslness partners
had he so desired. .

it has been frequently stated that
Grant occupled an inferfor position in
th> Galena store at a salary that did
not enable him_to live comfortably and
pa¥ his debts. Nothing could be farther
frcm the truth. His relation to the
business was precisely the same as that
of his prathers, and, ke them, he llved
well, and met his obligations promptly,

Grant has so often been described asa
tanner plodding at his trade in the Ga-
Jena tan yard when Sumter was fired
on, that the truth regarding the matter
will appear like iconoclasm in the minds
of those historians who deem it neces-
sary to sink a great man deep ir our ob-
scurity, even the obscurity of a tan vat,
before they left him to the pinnacle of
tne temple of fame, in order that his
greatness may be enhanced by mere
eeontrast with himself, and the possibili-
ties of American citizenship fittingly
{llustrated. )

At the risk of being called an icono-
clast T must record the fact that Grant
rever was a tahner, and the Galena tan
yard is a myth. Beyond driving a
horse around his father's horse-power
bark mill when a young Loy, Grant
1 ever worked a day in a tarnery in
his life. He was a strong believer in
the honor and dignity of the trades, but
had an espaclal aversion to the tanners’
trade for himself. The nearest approach.
to a tannery at Galena was a currying
or finishing shop, conducted in connec-
tion with the leather store. The leather
was tanned in Ohio principally and
shipped to Galena “in the rough,” as
tanners term i,

3rant's brothers, after recelving a

freauently occurred at the Galena shop,
but Capt Grant had no knowledge what-
ever of this branch of the business,.

With the exception of a few months'
occupation at the close of the war of &
house presented.to him by the citlzens
of Galena, Grant’s Galena hoine was a
two-story brick dwelling house sltuated
in an excellent nelghborhood - on the
brow of a hill overlooking the principal
Streets of the town. It was a good
house, as Galena houses went 36 years
ago, but plain- and unpretentious.

Grant was essentially a4 home man
and a most devoted hushand and father.
He was entirely unselfish wlth hig time,
however, and warmly welcomed rela-
tives or neighborg at his home for a
social chat aor a game of euchre. [He
-was fond of euchre, and the game was
& favorite pastime at our homes during
the long winter evenings of 1860 and
1861, He cared little for dress, but was
very particular regarding  the little
ameqltles of life, not only for himself,
but for his chlldren, with whom he was
very' exacting regarding their manners
in his presence. .

Grant was very fond of a horse, and
greatly enjoyed driving. Boon after he
came to Galena the store purchased, at
his suggestion, a driving team and car-
riage, in addition to a general purpose
horse ‘already on hand, The team was
to be used in common, but on account
of his - knowledge of horses he was com-
missioned to select the horses and take
charge of them, .

The only pastime, beslde driving, I
knew Grant to Indulge in at Galena
was an occusional swim in the Fever
river. I usually accompanied him, and
.on one occasion we _took our older boys
“with us.
of 11 or 12 'years. As soon as we hoard-
ed a small raft made fast to the shore
Fred remarked that he could swim, and
eagerly began to disrobe, Grant eyed
him closely, and when he was free of
his garmenuts picked him up quickly and
with all his strength, threw him out into
deep water. Fred d!sappeared from view,
but came up like a duck and struck out
for the raft, where -Grant, laughing
heartily, stooil ready to assist him if
necessary. This incident illustrates
Grant's characteristic method of teach-
ing his boys self-relfance, Three years
later Fred accompanied his father
through the Vicksburg campalgn with
the courage of a_veteran,

Grant attended the Beach st M, E.
church at Galena and contributed to its
support, although not a member of the
church,

At this period Grant was a square-
shouldered, sl)nre-bunt man, with a very
perceptible stoop, caused, as he said, by
the Mexican campaign, followed by harad
work on the St Louls farm. He was §
feet 8 inches in hight when he straight-
ened up and weighed about 140 pounds.
There was nothing tn his personal ap-
pearance 85 he quietly walked to and
from the store that would have particu~
larly attracted the notlce of a casual
observ His appearance became some-
what more conspicuous, however, during
the last few winter months of his resi-

dence, as he affectionately clung to his
old military oversoat, which unquestion-
.ably marked him an army officer,

Among Grant's .acquaintanaes was
John A. Rawlins, a rising voung lawyer,
afterward chief of Grant's staff andl’ sec-
retary of war; W. R, Rowley, then &
prominent ‘county official,” afterward a
general and member of Grant's staff;
John E, Smith, a jeweler, afterward col-
onel of the 45th Illinols and a major
general of volunteers, and A.' L.iChet-
laln, then a crockery merchant, after-
:vard.a. brevet major general of volun-
eers.

After Sumter was fired upon and the
Galena war meeting - was held, Grant
practically severed his connectlon: with
the store, having fully decided to assist
in the defense of the union in some mil-
ftary capacity. Up to the, time ,of hig
departure for Springfield as the chaper-
one of the Jo Daviess guards his; assisl-
ance was.-in constant demand and the
leather store became headquarters for
discussion and preparation preliminary
to the departure of out noble-guards for
the front. . . .

When Grant recelved his appolntment
as colonel .of the 2ist-Illinois regiment, a
complete military outfit was a negessity.
A list of the. Individuals' who have
clalmed. to sssist him In his first-horse,
gaddle and uniform on account of his

overly. would be interesting. His first
‘horse was “Rowdy,” a trim bay anjmal,
used at the leather store for, general
purposes. 1In addition to his other quall-
fications, ‘‘Rowdy” was well gaited to
saddle. “Rowdy’'s"” first war §addle and
bridle were made by C. R. Perkins, a
Galena saddler. Perkins was a regular
customer of the leather store, and: hls
work was credited to hig arcqunty The
$300 or. $400 necesgary. to ‘comiplete’ his
ontfit, Grant horrowed frgin One 4f the
Galena banks, on the indorsempntiof- K.
A, Colling, his father's former’ bukiness
partner, who was stlll a resident of Ga~
lens, and a great frlend of Ulysses.
The money would have heen cleer-
